(May Peace & Blessings Of Allah(swt) Be On Us All)
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for thy Sustainer has ordained that you shall worship none but Him. And do good
unto [thy] parents. Should one of them, or both, attain to old age in thy care,
never say "Ugh" to them or scold them, but [always] speak unto them with in
terms of honor, (23) And, out of kindness, lower to them the wing of humility,
and say: "My Lord! bestow on them thy Mercy as
